With traffic, community activity, and falling leaves, it is easy for our street gutters to quickly become congested with both
natural and mamade material. All of these materials are, however, damaging to both the appearance of Kings Park and the
condition of our surrounding streams and parkland that we all enjoy.

All of the material that is flushed by rain from the street gutters goes into the storm drains along the street. Fofther, all
material that goes into our storm drain system goes into the Accotink Creek Stream Valley, Accotink Creek or its tributar-
ies, and subsequently into Lake Accotink. The net effect is harmful in many ways.

Debris and excessive weed growth that traps debris in our gutters detracts from the appearance of our community.

September is Ovarian Cancer Awareness Month

Each year in the United States, more than 21,000 women are diagnosed with ovarian cancer and about 15,000 women die of
the disease. The American Cancer Society estimates that in the U.S. in 2010 about 21,550 new cases of ovarian cancer will
be diagnosed and 14,600 deaths are expected. Fewer than 20 percent of ovarian cancer patients are diagnosed early.

Because the symptoms of ovarian cancer often mimic other conditions, they are sometimes misdiagnosed or ignored. By
tracking the persistency of the symptoms over time, women will be better able to discuss their options for further diagnos-
tics with their doctors. And it is believed that more women will be diagnosed with ovarian cancer earlier and that lives can
be saved. Since there is currently no diagnostic tool for ovarian cancer, symptom awareness is of key importance. Being
cognizant of symptoms can help women get diagnosed sooner.

Symptoms of Ovarian Cancer:
1 Pelvic or Abdominal Pain
9 Difficulty eating or feeling full quickly
9 Bloating
9 Urinary symptoms (urgency or frequency)

If any of the above symptoms persists for more than two weeks, it is recommended that you talk to your doctor and insist on
diagnostic tests. Be aware that ovarian cancer is often misdiagnosed as Irritable Bowel Syndrome and other intestinal
problems.

On CNET, you want to do a search for these programs: Malwarebytes, AVG Antivirus, and Ccleaner. Running these three
programs will scan your computer for unwanted files.

3. Uninstall Unused Programs

Over time, you may have accumulated programs on your computer that you do not use. When a program is installed, it
creates connections between the program and the operatin
